Funding is provided for 1.0 FTE staff to carry out duties related to technical and budget planning for the K-20 Network. 


       


Disabled Student Service *


Funding is provided to create a central pool of funds for services to disabled students from which public institutions can draw for high cost accommodation needs.  Funds will be distributed based on need and criteria established by the Board. 


       


State Need Grant *


Additional funding of $31.6 million is provided to the State Need Grant program that would serve approximately 51,000 students whose family incomes up to fifty percent of the state's median income. 


       


Financial Aid Policy Study *


Funding is recommended for a study to identify how the state's financial aid programs can be better coordinated with other state administered social service programs. 


       


Washington Scholars *


Funding is provided for Chapter 5, Laws of 1995, 1st special session, tuition and fee grants for recipients of the Washington Scholars Award. 


       


Award for Vocational Excellence *


Funding is provided for Chapter 7, Laws of 1995, 1st special session, tuition and fee grants to recipients of the Washington Award for Vocational Excellence. 


       


Prepaid Tuition *#


Funding is provided as a long term loan for start up costs of a new Prepaid College Tuition Payment program.  This program is designed to encourage savings and enhance ability of Washington Citizens to obtain financial access to institutions of higher education. 


       


Western Interstate Commission *


Funding is provide for increased membership dues to Western Interstate Commission for Higher Education (WICHE). 


       


State Work Study *
