Because few agencies have staff available on Sunday, it is permissible to lower flags on Friday
afternoon, December 5, and return them to full-staff on Monday morning, December 8.

Other government entities, citizens and businesses are encouraged to join this recognition.

National Pearl Harbor Remembrance Day was created by the Congress in 1994 in honor of those
Americans killed or injured as a result of the attack on Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941.
